Methodology

The Envision Laie Priorities and Values Survey is an online survey of residents of Oahu between March
31 and May 8, 2009. To secure the sample size needed and to insure a scientific selection process two
approaches were used for the sampling. The majority of participants were selected in a two-stage
process. In the first stage, OmniTrack (a Honolulu based market research company) conducted a short
telephone interview using Random Digit Dialing to identify residents with online connectivity. In stage
two, those residents were contacted by e-mail and invited to complete the survey online. Additional
interviews were completed using an online research panel of residents in Oahu. Sample results were
weighted to insure representativeness by geography, gender, and education.

All sample surveys and polls, whether or not they use probability sampling, are subject to multiple
sources of error which are most often not possible to quantify or estimate, including sampling error,
coverage error, error associated with nonresponse, error associated with question wording and
response options, and post-survey weighting and adjustments. In the hypothetical case where none of
these sources of error are present, a probability sample size of 696 would have a margin of error of +/-
3.7% at the 95% confidence level.
